43 1887 Paris: Vincent
becomes inspired by
French painters.

46 1889 Arles: Vincent
creates a large number
of paintings.

50 Paul Gauguin comes
to stay at Vincent’s Yellow
House. Skip a turn

52 Vincent and Gauguin
argue. Vincent becomes
confused and cuts off his
left ear. Skip a turn

54 1889 Saint-Rémy-de-Provence:
Vincent spends a year in a psychiat-
ric hospital. Move back 1square

58 1890 Auvers-sur-Oise: Vincent paints
his final works. He dies on 29 July, at the
age of 37. Skip a turn
